To all who have been knitting for the St. Catherineôs School in 
Nairobi ï brown jumper appeal.  Many of the 1400 children are 
homeless who attend the school and an obvious way to get them to 
come to school is to feed them.  They receive a bowl of porridge 
when they arrive and a bowl of soup with bread before they leave, 
hopefully preventing them from stealing or getting into prostitution in 
order to feed themselves.  Many of our knitters from Wallsend and 
Walker along with knitters from Seaham and other parishes in our 
Diocese have recently sent over 250 brown jumpers added to the 
600 that were sent a year ago.  The excitement caused by the latest 
delivery was amazing.  The childrenôs smiles said it all and many of 
them had to dance as well, as they received their hand knitted 
jumper which for many of them would be the first ever new item of 
clothing they had owned. Of all the knitting that is sent to Kenya 

these sleeveless dark brown jumpers are needed most desperately from age 5 to 14.  We get lots 
of smaller jumpers knitted for the project but if you can knit, please consider knitting different 
sizes so that more children can benefit.  They cost approximately Ã1.20 each to send with the 
courier so if you are able to donate Ã1.20 with your jumper it means we have the money to send 
them to St. Catherineôs.  Once again thank you, I have no words to describe how it felt to see their 
little faces!

After many years of very old and dangerous buildings, St. Catherineôs School for Nairobi Street 

Children was rebuilt by the hard work, commitment and kindness shown to them by a group of 

people in Ireland who are striving to improve educational facilities in Africa.  St. Catherineôs was 

rebuilt for 800 pupils but it does in fact meet the needs of 1400 children at present, many of whom 

are homeless or come from very poor families.  The school did not really have anything to identify 

it as a Roman Catholic school until Father David got talking to Sister Colette a Sister of Mercy at 

Summerhill Grove in Newcastle.  The Sisters of Mercy donated this beautiful statue of Our Lady 

to St. Catherineôs ï Nairobi ï and helped towards the cost of sending it along with donations from 

St. John Vianney parish in West Denton.  The courier would only collect the statue and send it to 

Nairobi if Father David could give them the exact weight of the statue.  Father David took the 

statue to Slimming World who kindly weighed it for him and after a long journey and long wait 

until her shrine was built she now looks beautiful within the grounds of St. Catherineôs School.
