You will enter via the side door and move around the 

church following the arrows and exit through the main 

double doors.

There are signs near to the votive candles explaining 

how you should light a candle if you wish to do so. 

Volunteer stewards will be on hand to guide you and             

answer any questions you may have.  

Please maintain a respectful silence during your time 

in Our Lady and St Columba's. 

 
In order to comply with rules and regulations as a result of the risk assessment carried out 
by the diocesan H&S team, when you arrive at the church will notice some changes. The first 
thing you will need to do is be aware that we can not stand in closely knit groups and               
therefore please give others their space. As you enter the porch, through the right hand side 
door, a steward will point out to you hand sanitiser that will need to be used. On entering the 
main body of the church, using a one way system, you will directed to your seat.  
I understand that you may have always sat in the same seat, just remember this may not be 
possible. A change is a good as a rest! Once you have made it your seat any other             
changes will be announced.
